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1. ELIGIBILITY: Open to all artists, all subject matter. 

•   The show is selected from actual work, not slides. 

•   All entries must be produced in the past three years, not previously shown 
     or previously entered in the Museum.

•   No copies or reproductions will be accepted. Copy refers to any duplication 
     of an original, from a photograph, another original work or a digital image.

•   The Museum reserves the right to reject any work that is not presented 
     according to entry rules.

•   Jury selection is at the sole discretion of the Judges.

2. FEE: The entry fee of $30.00 per work is not refundable, regardless of
     whether or not your work is exhibited.

3. PRESENTATION: All work must be suitably framed, wired and ready to hang; 
     only wired work will be hung. No sawtooth or D-ring hangers.

•   Wire must be at least 3” below top of frame with wire fully extended. Do not
     double wrap wire.

•   Gallery wrap with painted sides (no staples can show on sides) or canvas 
     with banded edges are permitted.

•   Do not tape artwork to frames; artwork must be secured in frames in the 
     appropriate manner.

•   Securely attach an identification label (NOT ENTRY FORM) to the back of 
     each work (or bottom of 3-D) of each piece with the artist’s name, address, 
     phone number, title retail price or NFS.

4. SALES: The Museum will retain a 25% commission on all work sold during the 
     show. Please price each piece including this commission.

5. MISCELLANEOUS: The A.E. Backus Museum welcomes all entries that comply 
     with the rules and will, to the best of our ability, protect them from harm. It will, 
     in no way, be responsible for entries, typographical errors or bruised egos.   
     Any labeling corrections will be handled at the Museum’s discretion.

•   No work previously entered may be entered again.

•   No artist may remove work from the Museum during the exhibition. No 
     exceptions. Any artist removing work will be prohibited from entering again.
